New Bee Starting in 2019
Kumihimo Braiders

AKumi hi mod is a Japanese Ww
and the name of an ancient braiding technique. Many
people today use kumihimo to make jewelry. The
adventurous quilter might find a use for it in quilts as well.
The braids alone are beautiful, but when you add beads to
the cords or threads you are braiding, the results can be
quite stunning. | find it a relaxing, almost meditative,
hobby. (Plus the tools, etc
space.)

The Kumihimo Braiders Bee will focus on the simple
round eight-cord braid and its variations; but there are
many other forms to be explored as well. Beginning
January 27th, we will meet on the fourth Monday at 12:30
to 3:00. To get started you will need only a kumihimo disk
and some yarns or ribbons to learn the basic braid which
could be used for a bracelet. To make longer braids, you
will need 8 kumihimo bobbins to keep the fibers from
tangling and something to weight the cord as it is formed.
The weight could be something as simple as a little bag of
pennies. Kumihimo supplies are sold individually and as
kits at Joanndés and other ¢
online.
